PRINCIPAL’S MESSAGE: 
OCEANSIDE RCMP ADVISORY 
Over the past few weeks, the Oceanside 
RCMP has received several complaints of 
younger students aged 10-14 years of age 
being followed from their bus stops 
towards their homes.  Similar descriptions 
have been received from the parties 
involved.  Students should be aware that 
the vehicle that has been reported is an 
older model Ford or Chevrolet single cab 
pickup truck.  There were consistent 
reports that there was a middle aged male 
and a middle aged female with sandy 
colored, shoulder length hair occupying 
the vehicle.  These incidents have 
occurred on Village Way, and its’ side 
streets in Qualicum Beach.   
Parents are encouraged to share the 
following information with their children. 

• If possible, walk in larger groups 
of three or more if walking home 
from school. 

• Develop a buddy system, so 
every child knows the 
whereabouts of at least one other 
child. 

• Keep an eye out for anything that 
is out of the ordinary, or that 
matches the above description. 

• Last but not least, if they find 
themselves in trouble, run to the 
nearest house and call police 
immediately.  RECORD

Parents should be advised that the steets 
are safe, and the RCMP is putting forth 
their best effort to stop these incidents 
from occurring.
