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Principal’'s Message

During the month of February, many teachers are focusing on the theme of friendship.
When children are younger, you will often see them playing in a big group, with several
peers. As they get older, they start to determine who their solid friends are — those who they
feel good spending fime with, and those who share similar interests. The number of friends
your child has may decrease as they develop more solid friendships. The issue of sharing
friends is something we support many students with. We teach students the important skill of
sharing a friend with another person who may or may not be one of their own close friends.
Sharing friends teaches students about empathy and tolerance.

Often the ups and downs of friendships can interfere with learning as students worry about
things that are going on with friends. The article below suggests just a few ways to tackle
social problems before they affect school performance:

“I thought she was my friend!” Unfortunately, the classmate who seemed so friendly
only wanted to copy your child’s homework.

Learning how to deal with “friends” who turn out not to be friends is a tough lesson.
And it's one that can affect your child’'s performance in school. And distract her from
learning.

Talk to your child about the qualities that make a frue friend and encourage her to
stay away from classmates who seem:

e Selfish. Does the person seem to think and talk mostly about herselfe Is she using your
child in order to get something?

e Phony. Does the person say one thing...and then do another?

e Dishonest. Someone who is friends with your child only because she wants to cheat on
a testis not really a friend at all.

e Unreliable. Did she say she’'d walk home with your child after school, but then headed
off to someone else’s house instead?

Remind your child that she is worthy of real friends and should stay clear of those who
are not.

%‘l The Ministry of Education has provided school districts with the flexibility

to determine how this communication of student learning will take

place. This year, teachers in School District 69 are continuing with a pilot
project with the Ministry of Education to develop a new “report card”. You will be receiving
a new locally developed “Learning Update” that accompanies a portfolio.

Teachers take great pride in their work with their students and will continue to connect with
you in a variety of ways throughout the year — through class newsletters, student planners
and home folders, phone calls, emails, portfolios, informal conversations, and the
parent/teacher conference opportunities during the year.

If you haven't already, we encourage you to establish an ongoing mode of communication
with your child’s teacher so that you can understand where your child is at with various
aspects of their learning, what challenges he/she is facing, and where to go next with
learning. We appreciate your support as we continue to work through this important
transition year.

Inclement Weather and Clothing

The fall/winter weather is upon us! It is extremely important for students to
have appropriate clothing and footwear for outdoor use, along with a pair
of inside shoes to change info when inside the building. These shoes are
also used for gym use. We expect students to wear warm coats (hoods are
a good idea) and we recommend boots, hats, gloves, and umbrellas. In
general, students go outside to play during recess and lunch breaks, even if it is raining or
snowing. Each day, we assess the combination of weather, wind, and temperature to
determine whether or not it is suitable for the students to play outside. We recommend that
students have a spare change of clothing kept at school in case of various emergencies.
We have a very limited supply of clothing available.




Communicable Infections

We monitor student attendance closely and during this time of year, iliness is common. We
would like to remind you that if your child shows signs of a communicable infection, it needs
to be diagnosed and freated by a medical provider. Please contact us at the school if your
child has a communicable infection so that we can work with you on determining if and
how long your child needs to be absent from school. We use a guide provided by Island
Health to help us prevent the spread of common childhood illnesses. When calling in your
child's absence, we also appreciate knowing what kind of illness is causing them to be
away. We frack patfterns and are required to report to Island Health if there is an unusual
number of absences due to illness.

Volunteering

At EES we love to have volunteers in our school! If you would like
to help out in the classroom, library, go on fieldtrips or help on our
PAC, please fill out a Police Information Check form available in
the EES office. It is simple to do! Just fill out the form and bring to
the R.C.M.P. office in Parksville. If you bring in the letter template
indicating it is for Errington Elementary School, it is free. This needs
to be done once every few years. Due to privacy laws, you must
complete the Police Information Check separately for each
organization you are involved with. It is best to take care of this now so that you can support
throughout the year.

Reporting Student Absents

When reporting your child’'s absence, please call the office at 250-248-8446 (after hours you
can leave a message on our answering service — just listen for the option to report a student
absence in the directory). It is important to let the office know if your child will be late or not
attending school for the day(s) so your child is accounted for. It only takes a minute. If your
child is not at school or late you can expect to receive a call to your main number. Thank
you in advance for reporting early!

Cell Phone Use at EES

We would like to remind parents that student cell phone use is not permitted during the
school day. We would ask that if you need to contact your student during the day to please
use the school phone (250) 248-8446 instead of texting — thank you.

Our district has made it possible to pay for any school fees online. If your student’s
classroom teacher has requested to use agendas, a sheet with detailed instructions on
how to sign up for School Cash Online has come home. If your student’s teacher is not
using agendas this year a detail sheet will come home shortly. On our Errington Website
there is a direct link to www.schoolcashonline.com, it is quite easy to sign up. Once
signed up you will receive email notifications if there is a fee associated with your
student. You are still able to pay for any school fees with cash or cheque, but we are
offering the option to pay online.
