Only eligible bus pass applications will be processed, on a first come/first served basis.

e If a bus reaches capacity, an Eligible Rider wait list will be created. You will be notified if you are put on
a wait list.

e Courtesy rider applications received during this time will not be processed until after June 1.

e Exact bus route information will be emailed to families before the first day of school.

June 1 - June 30 2024 Courtesy, as well as late Eligible bus pass applications will be processed on a
first come/first served basis as space is available on the bus route(s) requested.

e Courtesy riders that are offered a space on the bus will be notified and asked to pay the necessary
fees. When payment is received the application will be finalized. If payment is not made within 5
business days of being offered the space, the application will be re-dated and put back into the queue.

e If a bus reaches capacity, a wait list will be created. You will be notified if you are put on a wait list.

Applications received after July 1 will be considered on a wait list and only accepted on a first come first served
basis as space on busses allow.
